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Board Policies for Blount County Industrial Park

Adopted on April 1, 1980

Blount County Industrial Park is intended primarily for manufacturing and warehousing.  The Board may bar any use deemed inappropriate or harmful.

All original building and site plans, and any expansion of 25 per cent or more, must be approved by the Board.

The Board will reserve the right to repurchase any site, at the same price received for it, if the purchaser fails to begin construction within one year from the date of purchase.

After erecting a building, a purchaser is not prohibited from selling to another purchaser, but no site can be sold in part or otherwise subdivided without expressed consent of the Board.

All structures must conform to the Southern Standard Building Codes.

Park standards are otherwise governed by the City of Maryville Zoning Ordinance, except for the following provisions, which supersede it:

1. Building fronts, and those sides along streets, shall be of masonry to comparable materials.

2. Buildings, off-street parking and loading facilities shall not cover more than 80 per cent of the lot area.
3. Building setback for front yards along State Highway 95 will be 50 feet from the right-of-way.  Building setback from all side lot lines will be 15 feet.

4. It is the responsibility of the property owners to provide adequate off-street parking.  All driveways and parking areas must be surfaced and dust-free.

5. Lots and all improvements must be kept in good repair and must comply with health, sanitary and safety statutes.

6. Owners must remove, at their own expense, rubbish not subject to normal city garbage collection.

7. Open storage is discouraged, but if necessary it must be adequately screened from view.
